Process (follow this for each sentence):
With Hot Potatoes (from the shortcut icon) open:
a) Click on the JMatch potato

b) Give the exercise a title

c) For each exercise, enter the items in order as above; when the exercise is loaded, the right hand list will be the one that’s jumbled.

d) Save the (.jmt) exercise: you will need to name it; save it to your desktop for the moment.
e) Export the exercise to the web and name the HTML file (no spaces, no capitals): save this to your web site folder.
With JMatch open each time, go to the configuration menu and do the following:

· Change the appearance

· Link the three exercises to each other by configuring ‘Buttons’ as follows:
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a) Open the configuration menu: 
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Click on the ‘Buttons’ tab and link the exercises here:

· Link each page to your ‘index’ page in ‘Buttons’

· Upload your exercises to your web site 

c) ‘Save’ the configuration each time you make changes and click ‘OK’.
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Save the changed configuration in HTML (‘export for web six browsers’)

Linking to the JMatch exercises from your web pages and uploading to your web site
First of all, you have to put all your html exercises into your main web directory folder (where your index page and images are): if you don’t do this, the link to the exercises from your web page will not work. 

1. Open your web site in Front Page

2. Type a link message somewhere on your page (e.g. ‘Go to JMatch Exercises’)

3. Highlight the link text; right click and click ‘Hyperlink…’

4. Enter your first HTML exercise in your series of four
5. Try your links in the ‘Preview’ mode of your FrontPage web site.

6. Save it, if the links are all OK.

Uploading

1. Open GeoCities

2. Go to ‘File Manager’

3. Upload all the changed and new files to your web site: this includes your web page with the link message in it and the html JMatch exercise pages.
Browse your files to locate the other JMatch html pages you have saved. Enter the one you want to be done next
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
