6.1. Registration for first year: Students must apply for a place to be able to
registrate for first year in Centres that have a limit of admission:

a) Those students who want to enter University for the first time.

b) Those students who wish to continue their career in another University and
have not passed at least 60 credits, whether it is renewed education, or a
complete First Year if it is not renewed education. Those students who
have not finished their studies in the Old Plan and wish to continue them in
the New Plan are excluded.

c) Those students who have already started or finished other universitary
studies and want to begin a new degree.

d) Those students who wish to do both their current studies and other new ones.
d) The Students who have passed their Access Test for Students older than
25 to enter University.
6.2.Transfer of transcripts:
6.2.1. To begin studies:

Those students who come from different Universities and wish to begin their




studies in this University must transfer their transcripts. The transfer
application form to begin studies will be included in the application of the pre-
enrolment form that students must do in each case. Those students who
belong to a Centre in this University and wish to start studies of a different
degree, in the same or different Centre of this University, must do the same.

6.2.2. To continue studies:

Those students who wish to continue the same studies in this University
that they have already started in another University and have not passed the
whole academic course, in the case of non- renewed education, or 60 credits
in the case of renewed education, must do as it is said above.

If they have passed their First Year complete or 60 credits, they will
present their transfer application in the Office Centre where they wish to
continue their studies. They must enclose academis certification of the studies
they have done and they must include the number of times they have taken
each subject. This certificate can initially be substituted by a written form of
those students interested in that matter.

6.3. Registration of those students with studies abroad:

Those students who have studied abroad similar courses as Bachillerato,
C.0.U. or Formacion Profesional must have the following requisites:

1. They must have obtained the official approval or validation of those
studies from the Ministerio of Educacion and Culture (Culture and
Education Office).

. They must have passed the Access Test to University (entrance
examination).

. Do pre-enrolment.

At the moment of their enrolment, students must prove their validation through
a document drawn up by the Ministerio of Educacion and Culture (Culture and
Education Office). It must say what courses they had validated abroad or an
official approval of those courses done abroad by Spanish authorities. In case
they cannot present any official document, they could present a supporting
note sayng that they have asked for the validation or official approval already
mentioned, in that case the enrolment in the Access Test to University will be
provisional.

Likewise, supporting documents of all the courses taken in the educational
system abroad must be attached to the application form and as the case may
require in the Spanish educational system with the object of its valuationin the
final qualification of the documents. The foreign academic documents must be
totally legalized and translated.




6.4. Registration for the first course in university second cycle.

Those students who wish to begin any second cycle of the courses offered at
the Andalusian Universities must apply for a post, those who wish to continue
with the second cycle corresponding to the first one they are taking in the
same centre are excluded and their acceptance will be ruled by the normative
of the university of destination.

However, those students who wish to continue their second cycle in any other
Andalusian university, corresponding to the first cycle that they have passed in
any other university, will be able to apply for their transcript transfer to the
centre of destination.

6.5. Regular Admission for foreign students that have not begun their
university studies:

Foreign students who wish to apply for the homologation of their studies for
the corresponding Spanish ones have to apply to the MINISTRY OF
EDUCATION, CULTURE AND SPORT. This is not necessary for documents
from member States of the UE or who have signed the Agreement on The
European Economic Space, they should be accompanied by their official
Spanish translation.The application should be addressed to the Excmol/a.
Sr./a. Ministro/a de Educacion, Cultura y Deporte. Secretaria General
Técnica. Seccion de Estudios Extranjeros no universitarios. It should be
presented in centres of public, autonomic administration (for Huelva,
Subdelegacion de Gobierno Civil). All the documents must be legalized either
by diplomatic means or by the corresponding Apostille (The Hague
Convention), and in every case translated into Spanish by an official
translator, whose services may be obtained through the office of interpreters
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Once the homologation has been obtained,
or a certificate confirming its application has been presented to the Ministry of
Education Culture and Sport, the student may register to take the entry tests
for this University.

6.6. Admission as a Visiting Student:

Foreign students who wish to complete their education may take some
courses in the University, in accordance with the rules for visiting students.
Visiting students can take as many as they want except these subjects
belonging to the first year. Visiting students will have to pay the same taxes
and prices (registration fees) as Spanish students. Registration as visiting
student in the University of Huelva has no academic effects within our
institution. Validity and academic recognition depends on the University of
origin.

6.3. Admission and Registration as an Erasmus Student and Exchange

For all the benefits granted by the Seguro Escolar, it will
be necessary to present the application form in the

National’s Institute of Health corresponding to the student
address.




5. FINANCIAL HELP FOR THE STUDENTS ( SCHOLARSHIPS )
5.1. O.LE. GRANTS

The O.1.E. Grants are the ones given by the University of Huelva to cover the
appropriate posts in the Students Information Offices located in each centre.
Their main functions are: promotion and spreading of the received information
to the students of the corresponding Campus in a fast and effective way. To
carry out activities characteristic of the registration period. Gathering and
spreading of information about grants, courses, activities, seminars, etc.
Selling and distribution of tickets for universitary and extrauniversitary cultural
functions. Colaboration in any activity promoted by General Board of Students.
The duration of these grants will last from 15" September to 30" June of the
following year. Except for the two first mentioned that will be from 1%
September to 31% July of the following year.

5.2 GRANTS FOR THE DINAMIZADOR

The grants for the “dinamizadores” are given by the University of Huelva to
promote solid support of communication, diffusion, and actions, in addition to
obtain dinamic actions in the sociocultural activities, academic and
extraacademic in all the University of Huelva Campuses, through the Students
Information Offices (O.l.E.s.)

The main functions are: to promote the participation of students in all the
emerging sociocultural activities. Planning activites and projects in
colaboration with the C.A.R.U.H., Students Delegations and Cultural Halls.
Gathering and spreading of information about programmes, grants, courses,
etc. Carrying out activities characteristic of the registration period.
Colaborating in any other activity arranged by the General Board of Students.

The duration of these grants will last from 15' September to 30" June of the
following year.

5.3 HELP GRANTS IN THE NEGOTIATION OF SCHOLARSHIPS AND
REGISTRATION.

Help Grants in the negotiation of scholarships and registration are given by the
University of Huelva to help the secretary’s offices of each centre during the
period of registration, and they will be destine to those students who get
involved in helping during the months of September and October. The
activities to be done will be the revision of documents enclosed to the
registration, and/or grant of the MEC (Ministery of Culture and Education).

The posts will be offered in relation to the students registrated in each degree,
besides the scholarship holders will be selected to cover the corresponding
posts to each degree, depending on which degree the students are doing. The
beneficiary students must do an introductory course for the collecting of




documents, both for the registration and the grant, same as the beneficiary of
“‘dinamizadores” helps and O.l.E.s. The main function is to attend the students
in the process of registration in each degree.

5.4 GRANTS FOR TRANSPORTATION, FOOD AND BOOKS

The University of Huelva convokes this kind of grants to cover the economic
needs of those students who fulfil the requirements to have access to them.
The food help will consist of a Voucher of Food that the student may use
during the time the help lasts, and until it ends. These vouchers can be used in
the El Carmen Campus (Comedor Universitario), and in the Rabida Campus
(Comedor Universitario).

5.5 GRANTS FROM THE SOCIAL FUND AND FROM “LA JUNTA DE
ANDALUCIA”.

These grants are awarded by the University of Huelva to those students who
may have a family economic situation that may influence the continuity of their
studies, who did not enjoy any other kind of help or grant, and have obtained
an acceptable academic performance. The participation requirements are: to
be registrated in the first or second cycle of the degree in any Centre of this
University, in studies leading to the acquirement of any official title with validity
in the whole national territory, and not to be beneficiary of the Convocatoria
General/ Movilidad of the M.E.C. y D.

5.6. GRANTS FROM THE COMPUTER CENTRE SERVICE

Helps convoked by the University of Huelva to cover vacancies in the
computer rooms. Its objective is to train the students while rendering service to
the universitary community.

5.7. COLIABORATION GRANTS

They are destined to facilitate that last year universitary students give their
colaboration to the corresponding departments in compatibility régime with
their studies in faculty Centres or universitary research, thus they will begin
research tasks directly linked to the studies they are taking.




6. STUDENTS DELEGATIONS AND ATTENTION TO THE
STUDENT

6.1. CARUH

STUDENTS COUNCIL AND REPRESENTATIVES OF THE UNIVERSITY OF
HUELVA (C.A.R.U.H.)

The system of representation of the students of the University of Huelva is by
assembly. All students are full members, they are represented by delegates of
degrees and diplomas, them being the plenum of the Students Boards. This
consists of the delegates of Degrees of the University, them being full right
members. The delegates are democratically elected every year, all the
students from the different degrees participate in the election. The delegate is
elected amongst them, who will represent the Universitary community annually
during the academy term before the corresponding organisms. Besides the
delegate, there is a underdelegate, her or him being Delegate of Degree, and
Board Secretary. They form a work team, which constitutes the Students
Delegation.

The main function of the Board of Representatives and Students of the
University of Huelva, is to represent all the students in those matters
concerning them, fight for their interests and watch over to fulfil them.

The decision making in the C.A.R.U.H. has a democratic character, each
degree has one vote, brought to the plenum by the delegates as results of the
assembly determinations, excepting in those cases of emergency in which the
delegates have to make use of their personal judgement. In these cases the
delegate’s vote must be validated by the degree assembly. This way, the
students delegate will be the spokesman of the assembly.

Students Delegations

Consisting of the students representatives of each centre, they are headed by
the Degree Delegates, and in some Schools or Faculties by the delegates of
centres too. Their function is to represent the students of each centre in their
own organisms. They have an internal character and they are formed by the
already mentioned delegates, the turn and group delegates, the department
representatives, School or Faculty Boards and faculty students. These
representatives election has a democratic character based on universal
suffrage.

6.2. O.l.E.s.

The University of Huelva has different Students Information Offices (O.l.E. —
Oficina de Informacion al Estudiante-). The O.l.E.s are offices located in the
different campuses of the University of Huelva and their purposes are to
provide the students with all the information that can be of use to them. Thus,
any student can get updated information about any subject that interests them
without leaving their own centre. The O.1.E. has its origen in an innovative idea
of the University, and nowadays, it does not only fulfils an informative labour
but it is also in contact with different sections in the campuses creating
courses, seminars or any other academic event. Apart from this, the O.L.E.
draws out the Youth Card or “Carnet Joven”. The people in charge of these
offices are university scholars. The announcement of these scholarships,
which tends to coincide at the end of the academic year, is open so any
student can apply for them. There are two kinds of posts, the post of O.l.E.,
and the post of “Dinamizador”. The O.l.E.s. have to meet any demand made
by the students, apart from doing the basis tasks of their office. The
“‘Dinamizadores” also have to share these obligations, furthermore they must
be in contact with their centre sections and try to create projects, seminars,
courses or any other event that could be of interest for the students.

6.3. THE STUDENTS COORDINATING COMMITTEE

It is the organ which coordinates and directs the O.l.E. offices, apart from
developing projects to improve the students conditions. It is composed of four
members, the general coordinator and three undercoordinators, each of them
in charge of a different field:

- General Coordinator: S/he manages the CEUHU team and its work.
S/he is the responsible for the expenses and coordinator of the O.1.E.

- Undercoordinate of information: S/he gathers information for the
students guide, s/he brings and channels information of interest for the
students through the O.l.E.s., and presents the University of Huelva in the
various students halls and youth meetings.

- Undercoordinator of dinamics: S/he watches the functioning of the
O.lLLE., fosters the creation of cultural associations, cultural activities, and the
students publications.

- Undercoordinator of grants: S/he directs and spreads all the grants and
scholarships encouraging the students academic improvement, working thus
for an integral education in the University of Huelva.
